Anuradha Koirala, who won CNN Hero of the Year 2010 Award, received a heroic welcome upon her arrival from the United States to Kathmandu. Hundreds of those present at the airport showered garlands on her, and some out of joy even burst into tears. Scores of journalists who descended upon the airport premises to cover her homecoming scrambled for interviews and pictures. Koirala also suffered a blow to her chest during a brief scuffle that broke out between media persons and her well-wishers.
“This award is yours and every single Nepali here in home and abroad deserves this. It is outcome of the solidarity you have demonstrated against the worst form of trafficking in human, domestic violence and social evils,” said Koirala. “This honour, I think, has, has added more responsibility on my soldiers to live up to expectations of trafficked women and girls.” Koirala mentioned that she was just a medium for Nepal and Nepalese to fight for the case. Asked if she ever expected to win the title, Koirala said, “Not at all till CNN’s Anderson Copper announced my name as the winner during a star-studded ceremony at The Shrine Auditorium in Los Angeles on November 19. With the announcement, the first thing I remembered was my home country and I was eager to return home to share the joyous moment with you all”. 
Koirala led a rally to Maiti Nepal in Gaushala later in the day. Her associates at Maiti Nepal, her workplace rolled out a red carpet to welcome the hero.
